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Five undiagnostic body sherds (SF17, 20g), all from the 
same vessel, were recovered from context 059 below 
the wall of Structure 2. The sherds are undecorated 
and 12mm thick. The fabric is fine sandy clay with 
c 50% of angular rock fragments up to 10mm long, 
which has fired hard and is red with a grey core.

Three more undiagnostic body sherds (3.55g), 
which were very similar to those described above, 
were recovered from S14 from context 051, the 
primary fill of Pit 050.
